Who we
are and
what we do...

The Douglas Macmillan Hospice (DMH) opened
in 1973. We were one of the first independent
hospices in the UK. Since opening, we have
grown not only in size but also in the extent of
the care we offer. Today the DMH is the only
specialist palliative* care provider in North
Staffordshire for adults with a limited life
expectancy.

Patients are referred to the Hospice when their
iliness is at a stage at which it cannot be cured.
Our objective is to maintain the patient’s
optimum quality of life by providing a caring,
supportive environment, ensuring that their
privacy and dignity is respected and
independence is preserved for as long as possible.
The patient has the choice of receiving our
support in their own home or in our in-patient
unit, day hospice or out-patient unit.



We make every attempt to ensure
that the last stage of an incurable
illness becomes a shared journey,
helping the patient to die
peacefully and with dignity.
