Lottery Collectors

Employment Status: Self Employed

What does this mean?

This means that you are not entering into a contract of services (i.e. as an employee), but are entering into a contract for services (self-employed).

You will not be given a contract with the Hospice, but will instead sign a Collectors Agreement for the services you will provide.

How will I be paid?

Collectors are paid a commission of 10% on all monies collected, plus a quarterly bonus for efficient collection and mileage allowance.

Monies are paid to you directly, NOT through payroll and into your bank account.

What about Tax and National Insurance?

You should register yourself as self-employed with the HM Revenue & Customs.

It’s a quick and painless process and can definitely save you time and money.  You should register as soon as you start as self-employed or at least within 3 months.

How do I register as self-employed?

An easy way to register is on-line at www.hmrc.gov.uk/selfemployed where you can down load a very useful leaflet entitled “Become self-employed and registering for N.I and/or tax contribution” which contains all the information you need plus the registration forms also.
